A couple weeks ago, Morgan Twain Peterson, proprietor/winemaker of Bedrock Wine Company met with me to discuss the 2010 vintage and drop off samples of the wines you see above. It had been over six months since we had seen each other at the inaugural Historic Vineyard Society walk and dinner.  In a mere five vintages, Morgan has captured the interest of consumers (and critics) with his constantly tweaked selection of exceptional, and affordable wines made from old-vine, heritage sites. In some vintages, like 2010, several sources were wiped out because of heat damage.. As many of you know, Morgan was my Winemaker of the Year in 2010, based on his Heirloom from Lorenzo’s and Bedrock Vineyards. From my notes, several of the wines will be released in the spring. There are possibly more than what is noted above. Incidentally, regarding the value, the entire portfolio is awarded the ($V). The mailing list is full but not impossible to crack into from the waiting list. The secret is to never get off the list in the first place. Why would anyone who claims to love great wine but is looking for value pass this brand up? www.bedrockwineco.com.


2010 Chardonnay, Brosseau Vineyard has a waxy, steely nose of citrus flesh, slate and rocks. The palate is clean, bright with delicate texture across the middle. The finish is smooth and round with an old world focus. It will become a Bedrock sparkling wine program picked at 19.5 brix. Drink 2011 – 2013. 2010 Cuvee Karatas is an herbal, citrus-laced nose with lots of vibrant, waxy, warm hints of grain and graphite. The palate is strongly focused, bold and exotic with well-integrated mineral and oily viscosity. The finish is silky dried lemon. Drink 2011 – 2015. 2010 Heirloom, Compagni-Portis Vineyard planted in 1954, is a field blend of esoteric whites. A heady nose driven by Gewurztraminer and Riesling supported by graphite, lemon, rose petal, sea foam, and blossoms. The wine contains about 3% RS, and the slight sweetness leads to a very delicate mid-palate of dusty stone fruits and the precise reminder of gewürztraminer. Drink 2011 – 2015. 2010 Syrah, Griffin’s Lair Vineyard offers a dense nose of blackberry, carbon, blood, bacon fat and aromatic herbs. Dense and carbon-rich palate reminds me of beef kebabs. Drink 2013 – 2020. 2010 Syrah, Kick Ranch has a nose of violet, rose hips, blackberry, carbon, root beer, sweet herbs and a dash of red berries. The palate is intense and precisely centered on blackberry compote, incense and tar. Drink 2012 – 2018. 2010 Syrah Sonoma Coast has a lavender nose with notes of sweet berry and bright, juicy cherry. An uncomplicated palate with nicely textured berry and just a little edge on the finish. This is a great candidate for a Stelvin closure. Drink 2011 – 2014.  2010 Syrah Hudson Vineyard Pleine de Chêne has a nose of dense licorice, cherry, slate, graphite with blackberry and bittersweet chocolate. The palate shows espresso, chocolate black-





berry and lavender with some toasted vanilla bean. Shows beautiful density and length even in its youth. Drink 2012 – 2022. 2010 Syrah Hudson Vineyard T’ n’ – S Blocks has a deep, brooding nose of chocolate, black cherry and tarry blackberry. The palate is dense and demands time. Drink 2012 – 2030. 2010 Heirloom, Bedrock Vineyard has a nose of bright, extracted blue plum, strawberry, cherry and violet with traces of mineral. The palate is very youthful; showing bright cherry and strawberry with nicely textured violet and lilac floral essences. Drink 2012 – 2025. 2010 Heirloom, Pagani Ranch has aromas of ripe plum and graphite with sweet blackberry. The palate is velvet-like richness with a sense of a fountain of flavors; lush, pliable mouth coating flavors of licorice, currant, blackberry and slate. Drink 2012 – 2025. 2010 Papa’s All-Blacks is the first wine made by Morgan and his father, Joel Peterson and it harkens back to the era of their ancestors coming to California. Has aroma of sour cherry, blackberry compote, red currant, slate and allspice with a little citrus rind. The palate is powerful and primordial with focused, textured black fruits. Inspired by a Larkmead California Burgundy from the ‘30s. 2010 Zinfandel Old Vine has bright, forward aromas of cherry and black fruits with a polish of licorice and strawberry. The palate is a deep pool of softly coated flavors with solid underlying structure. Extremely slurpable. Drink 2011 – 2016. 2010 Zinfandel Monte Rosso Vineyard has a nose of incense, black and blue fruit, star jasmine, fudge and butter cream frosting. The palate has a dense cocoa and coffee along with blackberry, dried plum, cherry and currant. Drink 2014 – 2026. 
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
